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You are at greater risk of catching TB if you:
· Are homeless

· Use drugs or alcohol

· Have been in prison 

The symptoms of TB are: 
· A cough that doesn’t go away

· Fever

· Night sweats

· Weight loss

· Feeling tired and unwell 

A chest x-ray can detect TB before you feel unwell: 
· It’s free and instant
· It only takes a few minutes
· You don’t have to undress
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What happens if the x-ray is not normal?
· We will organisefor you to be seen by the local Chest or TB Clinic.
· All TB treatment is FREE!
How is TB cured?
· By taking a complete course of antibiotics.
· If treatment is not completed THE DISEASE WILL RETURN!
